Safety and Health Resources

University Health Services (UHS) provides students with primary, women, and psychiatric healthcare services. The medical facilities, the Student Health Centers, are staffed by experienced physicians and nurse practitioners and are nationally accredited by the Accreditation Association for Ambulatory Health Care, Inc. (AAAHC). The Centers offer affordable prices, and students who do not have insurance or those who have out-of-network insurance coverage are offered discounted prices. The Centers also offer a university-endorsed student health insurance plan for students without insurance or those seeking more affordable coverage. UHS has a Health Promotion Services department that strives to help students succeed by promoting healthy lifestyles and creating a healthy campus environment at TXST.

Services for Students with Disabilities

The Division of Inclusive Excellence and the Office of Disability Services have several initiatives and programs to ensure that facilities and resources are accessible. These departments utilize a person-first approach to ensure that students are fully involved in all campus life aspects and support all academic units and programs. This includes providing accommodations for students in teaching and research laboratories. 

Resources to Evaluate Outcomes

The University provides resources for researchers to plan and conduct research. The Office of Institutional Research (IR) offers a variety of self-service tools that contain historical and current student data. IR will also customize reports and can extract individual-level data upon request and ensure the protection of individual privacy. Additionally, the Data Analytics and Research Methodology (DARM) research service team has extensive experience in conducting quasi-experimental research design, longitudinal cohort-based and observational retrospective/prospective studies, and consulting on randomized controlled trials in basic science including medicine, engineering, social/behavioral science, and education. DARM works on various training and education grants to provide psychometric and statistical consultation, data analysis services, and interpretation/writing of results.

Qualtrics online survey software is available free of charge for use by Texas State students, faculty, and staff. Qualtrics is an advanced, secure, professional survey tool used by leading researchers at finer higher education institutions across the nation. 

The University Libraries 
 
The University Libraries (UL) provide key services and resources that fuel the success of research and innovation at TXST. Library facilities include the Albert B. Alkek Library, which offers opportunities to explore, create, and discover in an expansive, seven-story building at the heart of the San Marcos campus; the Round Rock Campus Library, which supports the research and information needs of faculty and students at the growing Round Rock campus with all the resources and benefits of a large university library in an intimate and comfortable environment; and the Archives and Research Center, a custom-designed, state-of-the-art archive library that preserves decades of university treasures and library resources, collections, and research materials.  
  
The first floor of the Alkek Library is home to technology and innovation exploration opportunities available to all students, faculty, and staff. Alkek One features new and emerging technologies in its MakerSpace, GeoSpace, Immersion Studio, YouStar Studios, and DesignSpace. The University’s prestigious Wittliff Collections is located on the seventh floor of Alkek. Its expansive galleries feature thousands of archival treasures that tell the story of Texas and the Southwest through its Southwestern Writers, Southwestern and Mexican Photography, and Texas Music Collections. These collections include materials from such iconic storytellers as Cormac McCarthy, Sandra Cisneros, and Willie Nelson. UL is also a selective depository for a variety of federal and state documents with more than 1.4 million documents and topographic maps in its Government Documents collection. 
  
UL’s spaces, resources, services, and programming support robust research, student success, and digital scholarship. Library staff offers expert support and partnership opportunities in a variety of areas including digital publishing and open Journal Systems hosting, research data management and data curation, university scholarship institutional repository, dataverse data repository, copyright and open licensing support, information literacy instruction and curriculum development, open educational resources and pressbooks hosting, open pedagogy materials and support, immersive technologies (AR/VR) and digital storytelling, GIS and geospatial technology and support, 2D and 3D design, fabrication technology and 3D printing, video and audio content creation and editing, digitization and preservation, Special Collections, and University Archives.

The Freeman Center lies within the biogeographically unique region of the Texas Hill Country, characterized by rugged hills, karst hydrology, variable climate, and high species diversity. In support of TXST’s core Research, Education, and Outreach missions, the Freeman Center provides access to 3,500 acres of Hill Country habitat and on-site facilities. In addition, the Center and the whole region are located on the boundary of one of the fastest-growing population centers of the United States, the Austin-San Antonio corridor. This confluence of unique ecology and rising resource demand, especially for water, makes the Freeman Center a much-needed and matchless natural laboratory for the study of sustainable land and water management and the study of the urban-wildland interface. The primary types of research and education supported include biological, agricultural, and geographical studies but all academic disciplines are welcome to utilize the Freeman Center.

The Materials Application Research Center (MARC) supports TXST’s efforts to form integrated strategic initiatives that further create an innovation-led economy through applied research, engagement, and entrepreneurship. Key functions and components of MARC include support for entrepreneurial activities, research and academic innovation, and technical support structure.

The Science, Technology, and Advanced Research (STAR) Park is a 58-acre site that hosts STAR One, Texas State’s first building dedicated to the university’s research and commercialization efforts. This 36,000-square-foot facility serves as a technology incubator for start-up and early-stage businesses and will provide tenants access to secure wet labs, clean space, conference rooms, and office space.

The Texas School Safety Center (TxSSC) is tasked with key school safety initiatives and mandates in Chapter 37 of the Texas Education Code and the Governor’s Homeland Security Strategic Plan. The Xiphophorus Genetic Stock Center currently houses 24 of 26 freshwater fish genus Xiphophorus species. The Center uses DNA sequencing to assemble genomes of parents to assess genetic variations in cross-bred offspring, which helps researchers understand the molecular origins of diseases such as cancer, diabetes, and obesity, how these diseases are passed from parent to offspring, and potential therapies. Since its inception, the Center has received over $30 million from the National Institutes of Health (NIH).

College-Level Centers

The LBJ Institute for STEM Education and Research works toward improving access and opportunity for participation in science, technology, engineering, and mathematics education by facilitating projects that engage multiple audiences at many levels including K-12 students, university students, teachers (current and future) and university professors. With more than $20 million in funding from agencies such as NASA, NSF, and the United States Department of Education, the Institute provides summer engineering camps for children and youth, develops STEM education curricula and instructional methods for future teachers, offers extensive professional development for teachers and professors, and conduct scholarly research.

The Bobcat IDEA Center helps students recognize the utility and describe ethical aspects of research, inquiry, or creative expression. To do this, students analyze a body of research, inquiry, or creative expression and develop a research question or problem. They then implement a research/creative experience appropriate to their discipline either by contributing to a faculty member’s research or engaging in an independent research experience with a faculty mentor outside of the classroom and communicating the results of their experience. The IDEA Center offers several contact points for students. The first is a research forum that occurs twice each semester, including the summer. The forum gives students a venue to present their work and provides opportunities for prospective undergraduate students to learn about research. The IDEA Center also provides two courses, RES 3399 and RES 4399. The first class serves as an introduction to interdisciplinary research where students create and design their research project and are paired with a faculty mentor. The second course is an independent study with their mentor which culminates in a public poster and oral presentation. In addition to course-based options, the IDEA Center provides weekly professional development for students (any student may attend) about research ethics and methodology, soft skills, and specialized research content. The IDEA Center also collaborates with several programs on campus, including Honors, McNair, Alkek, and the Writing Center.
