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PURPOSE

1. The purpose of this policy and procedure is to establish guidelines for students to be honored each year by the College of Applied Arts.

POLICIES

2. Faculty will review their internship rosters of students, and those students who have been advised in the Summer and Fall prior to the February faculty meeting each year. Students who have achieved at least 24 hours from Texas State may be listed as potential individuals to be honored in the April awards ceremony.  Graduate students may be honored in their last semester.

3. Students may be selected for any two of four categories:  1) Community service, 2) Scholarship, 3) Service to Occupational Education, and 4) Research.

4. Names and information of no more than five individuals, including graduate students, per faculty member may be brought to February faculty meeting for discussion. 

5. Each faculty member will discuss his or her nominations and provide reasons for the individual to be selected.

6. A ballot will be provided with all names of those nominated at the February faculty meeting.  Faculty will vote on the nominations, and in the event of a tie the Program Chair will cast his/her vote. 

7. The completed listing will then be sent to the Administrative Assistant for notification of those nominated, no later than February 28th of each year.
