ABOUT TEXAS STATE
Texas State University is a public, student-centered, Emerging Research University located halfway between the Austin and San Antonio metropolitan areas. It ranks the largest public university in the Texas State University System and one of the 50 largest in the country. Texas State's more than 40,000 students choose from 99 bachelor's, 91 master's, and 14 doctoral degree programs offered through nine colleges. Texas State’s Round Rock Campus, located just north of Austin, opened in 2005 and offers junior- and senior-level classes to complete bachelor’s degrees in 8 programs; 11 graduate degrees and 8 post-baccalaureate certificate programs are also available to 1,800 students. 
Created by the Texas Legislature in 1899, Southwest Texas State Normal School opened its doors in 1903 for the specific purpose of preparing new teachers. Over the years, the Legislature broadened the institution's mission and changed its name multiple times to reflect the university's growth from a small teacher preparation school to a major, multipurpose university. Texas State University continues to honor its original mission through its nationally-acclaimed teacher preparation program while at the same time supporting nationally-recognized programs in other disciplines.

HISTORY, MISSION & VISION
Our History
Authorized by the Texas Legislature in 1899, Southwest Texas State Normal School opened its doors in 1903. Over the years, the Legislature broadened the institution's scope and changed its name, in succession, to Normal College, Teachers College, Southwest Texas State University, and now Texas State University.

Our Mission
Texas State University is a doctoral-granting, student-centered institution dedicated to excellence and innovation in teaching, research, including creative expression, and service.  The university strives to create new knowledge, to embrace a diversity of people and ideas, to foster cultural and economic development, and to prepare its graduates to participate fully and freely as citizens of Texas, the nation, and the world.
