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The Title IV-E Child Welfare Partnership Program
Advancing the Child Welfare Workforce in Texas

What is the Title IV-E Child Welfare Partnership Program?

· The Title IV-E Child Welfare Partnership (CWP) Program is a collaboration between the School of Social Work at Texas State University and the Texas Department of Family and Protective Services (DFPS). Students in the program receive financial assistance and ongoing training while completing their social work degree, in exchange for working for DFPS for a minimum of eight months after graduation. 
 
What are the benefits of the Title IV-E Child Welfare Partnership? 
· You will receive a $7000 stipend while completing your internship at CPS, whereas many internships are unpaid.
· While your peers are looking for a job after graduation, you will already be training and preparing to start a career in the field of Social Work immediately after graduation.
· You will obtain invaluable experience in the field of child welfare, making a positive difference in the lives of children and families while developing the skills to pursue a variety of career paths in the field of child welfare.
What are the eligibility requirements of the Title IV-E Child Welfare Partnership?

· This program is available to both BSW and MSW students during their final field placement. 

· All applicants must demonstrate an appreciation for cultural diversity, and Spanish-speaking is preferred but not required.
· Students should have taken at least one child welfare-related course or demonstrate a passion for child welfare through personal or professional experiences.
· Applicants must be willing to complete their final full-time placement and ultimately work in Austin, San Antonio, or the surrounding central Texas areas.
NOTE: Funding slots for this program are limited and DFPS makes the final decision about who is approved to receive Title IV-E funding.
