TXST is just one of four institutions included in the new Texas University Fund (Houston, Texas Tech, and UNT are the others) . TUF is a $4B 

endowment shared by the schools. The revenue is designated to enhance their research profile. TXST receives $22.5 million annually 
from TUF, but we have qualified for double ($45M)  when the legislature adds to the TUF corpus.
