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DOCTORAL RESEARCH ASSISTANT (DRA)
I. Overview

A. Assistantships associated with the Ph.D. in EDCL program are called Doctoral Research Assistantships (DRA). DRAs are employed by an academic department to support faculty research and scholarly productivity.  DRAs in this program are assigned to a faculty member/s for a total of 20 hours per week. Work responsibilities are assigned by the faculty member/s, who serve as the DRA’s supervisor, and these responsibilities are generally related to the faculty member’s research.
