Deferred Disposition

Is Defendant charged with a Rules of the Road offense in a work zone with workers present (other than
pedestrian/inspection/seat belt offenses)?

Defendant is ineligible for Does Defendant have a CDL or had one at the time of the offense
deferred disposition. AND is the offense charged related to motor vehicle control?

Defendant is eligible for deferred disposition.

Defendant must enter plea of guilty or nolo (or be found guilty at trial).

Defendant must pay initial fine and court costs or if the defendant is unable to pay, judge must order alternative
satisfaction of fine and costs (such as payment plan or community service).

Court must issue a written order containing the conditions of the deferral and the time period (from 1-180 days),
and the initial fine, if any (must not exceed maximum fine for the offense).

If the defendant is under 25 and the offense is a moving violation, the conditions must include that the defendant
take a Driving Safety Course.

If the defendant has a provisional license and the offense is a moving violation, the conditions must include that
the defendant retake the driving test.

Did the defendant comply?
