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Biographical Notes

Born in Texas in 1937, historian Marc Simmons began his love for New Mexico when

he was just a teenager while vacationing with his family. After graduating from the University

of Texas at Austin, he continued on to graduate school at the University of New Mexico,

studying the Spanish colonial period of New Mexico. Simmons began his career as an author in

the late 1960s and continued on for decades, concentrating on the colonial southwest and figures

such as Kit Carson and Billy the Kid. As the author wrote some 45 books and a weekly

newspaper column on history that’s appeared for thirty years, Simmons has become New

Mexico’s best-known historian. Among his many honors, Simmons has been knighted by the

King of Spain for his writings on Spanish Colonial history in the Southwest.

Simmons lived in a house he built, writing all his books on a manual typewriter because he

chose to live without electricity and other modern conveniences. Simmons was internationally

recognized as an authority on Spanish Colonial New Mexico, the Santa Fe Trail, the life and

times of Kit Carson, and the Spanish documentary records that are the source for so many of his

writings. He was known for his determination to write narrative history for general readers

rather than speaking strictly to a scholarly audience.

Simmons began donating his papers to the The Wittliff Collections in 2008 and continued so for

a decade. He died in September of 2023 at the age of 86.
