General Discussion 
1. Update on CHP committee/taskforce list – Handout (Sayed): The Dean shared the revised CHP committee list with the council. The college committee structure was reorganized to reduce the number of committees and distribute workload more evenly. The council unanimously approved the proposed changes. A follow-up communication is forthcoming. 
2. Curriculum and Program Proposals – Handout (Sayed): All course & program proposals for CDIS, HA, HIIM, HS, Nursing, PT, and RC were approved by the council. 
3. CHP PPS 02.02.32 Requirements for Student Liability Insurance – Handout (Sayed): Unanimously approved by the council. 
4. Collegewide updates from chairs/directors, associate deans, and faculty senate (Sayed): 
Dr. Ari reminded the council of the upcoming training program on Friday, September 26. She also reported that the university may reduce the indirect cost rate to federal agencies. A formal announcement is forthcoming. Dr. Lee and Dr. Hewitt provided updates on Faculty Senate activities. Dr. Lee reported that the Faculty Advisory Group has been working on finalizing the bylaws by October 1. After the President’s approval, it will go to the Board of Regents (BoR). Dr. Hewitt noted that there was a discussion about proportional representation based on college size. She also explained that the president agreed to maintain proportional representation.

2. Dr. Karen Gibbs requested the chairs/directors to share their syllabus statements regarding students’ ability to record lectures and draft that language into PT’s course syllabus template to be consistent across the CHP programs.  
3. Raidah informed the council that the university has moved to a centralized reservation scheduling system called 25Live for both campuses. Willow and Nursing spaces on the RRC may need to be added to the new system. There were concerns about whether certain areas of Willow would be affected. Specialty rooms with sensitive instruments, in both Nursing and Willow, will likely remain under departmental control. Spaces in the Esperanza Building will also be included in the reservation program; more information will follow after a meeting with Dr. Lessiter, VPRR. 
4. Dr. Lieneck reminded the council about the Baylor Scott and White Education Fair on October 14 (Round Rock) and October 15 (Lakeway) from 7:00 am-1:00 pm. Nursing, HIIM, and SOHA plan to participate.
