General Discussion
1. PT Chair Candidate + Q&A (Irani): Dr. Lucie Pelland attended the council meeting. The council had the opportunity to ask questions during the session. 
2. CLASP Presentation + Q&A – Handouts (Marshall): Mr. Arin Whedbee and Mr. Nathan Green joined the council meeting to discuss the handouts and provided an overview of the CLASP loan repayment program for healthcare graduates. This program connects students with employers who pay off student loans in exchange for employment commitments. After the presentation, the council had an opportunity to ask questions. Dr. Marshall will coordinate internal communication with the Clasp team and the council members. 
3. Presidential Awards of Excellence – How? (Sayed): The council discussed the Presidential Awards of Excellence process, with options for recognizing nominees who don't receive the presidential award.
