Bachelor of Science in Health Information Management (B.S.H.I.M.)

Texas Education Code Section 61.822 requires that Texas public institutions facilitate the transferability of lower-division course credit through the Core Curriculum. The Core Curriculum contains nine Foundational Component Areas (42 hours), which every Texas State student must satisfy to graduate. Students will receive core credit at Texas State for any course successfully completed in the Core Curriculum of the sending institution.

RECOMMENDED CORE CURRICULUM CHOICES
Core curriculum transfer credit from Texas community colleges and public universities are guaranteed to apply toward the Texas State University core curriculum. However, degree plans may specify how to fulfill some core requirements. The recommendations in this section satisfy core requirements with courses normally prescribed by this degree plan at Texas State. As a participant in the Texas Common Course Numbering System (TCCNS), Texas State allows you to use the TCCNS to identify courses at your institution that will ensure the transfer of credit toward freshman- and sophomore-level degree requirements.

ADMISSION TO THE HEALTH INFORMATION MANAGEMENT PROGRAM: 
Must complete most of the general education core curriculum and other prerequisite course work before enrolling in the HIM program (no more than 9 hours to be completed in the summer following application deadline). Separate application with HIM department. Students accepted to the program complete the final two years of specialized courses at the Round Rock Campus with hybrid delivery or as part of an online cohort. Immunizations and background checks required.

1. Minimum 2.50 Overall GPA and eligible for admission to Texas State University
2. Majority of the Core Curriculum and other prerequisite coursework must be completed. Pre-requisite coursework includes the following: HIM 2360, BIO 2430, ISAN 1323 or CS 1308, and Statistics (MATH 2328, PSY 2301, HP 3325, SOCI 3307, or CJ 3347).
3. Participants must complete the university application process in addition to the B.S.H.I.M. application. 

UNIVERSITY ADMISSION:
1. Submit a completed application, all supporting documents, including an official high school transcript and transcript(s) from every institution attended and application fee, to Undergraduate Admissions by the stated priority date.
2. Students with 1-14 transferable hours must have a minimum 2.0 GPA in all transferable course work and meet freshman admission standards. Students with 15-29 transferable hours must have a minimum 2.5 GPA in all transferable course work. Students with 30 or more transferable hours must have a minimum 2.25 GPA in all transferable course work. All students must be eligible to return to all previous institutions and be at least one full semester out of high school.

Students transferring to Texas State from a community college may elect to follow the Texas State Undergraduate Catalog that was in effect at the time they enrolled at their community college. Students may also, with the approval of their College Dean, follow a subsequent catalog. Students are reminded to refer to their designated catalog for information related to university requirements for curriculum, graduation, probation/suspension, and other general information.

In accordance with rule §4.25 of the Texas Administrative code, Texas State will apply to a degree up to 72 semester credit hours from an accredited junior/community college. At the time of transfer, all transferable work attempted at a junior/community college will be recorded on the official transcript. If the number of hours transferred from a junior college exceeds 72, the student’s chair or director will recommend to the college dean how the student will satisfy degree requirements.
