Trying to identify AI use in student work? Struggling to grade papers riddled with AI? Need help determining whether to pursue an Honor Code violation?

Biggest piece of advice?
Instead of directly confronting a student about AI misuse or filling out the Honor Code form with insufficient evidence, you might consider simply grading the paper and giving very low grades for bad or ineffective writing. 

Here are some possible comments: 
Writing
· This fails to address the appropriate audience.
· Elevated word choice is inappropriate for the audience/style/assignment/other.
· Word choice is uneven between paragraphs, weakening the argument/story/other.
· Sentence structure is repetitive in portions/all of the paper.
· Elaborate sentence structure is inappropriate for the audience/style/assignment/other.
· Excessive listing detracts from the argument/narrative/other.

Sources
· Quotes don’t match the source text.
· Inappropriate number of outside quotes.
· No quotes from class sources.
· Source not found – please send me an accurate link to the named source within X number of hours/days to avoid a failing grade/zero. 

Content
· Doesn’t (fully) address prompt.
· Doesn’t contain any ideas from class.
· Contains ideas, concepts, and/or vocabulary not discussed in class.
· No connections between paragraphs, weakening overall argument/story/other.
· Repetitive paragraphs say the same thing.
· Switches subjects; begins by talking about X, but ends up talking about Y.
· Generic ideas without specific details or unique, in-depth insights.
Looking ahead: Information on how to set up your syllabus to guard against AI misuse and defend yourself in Honor Code hearings arrives early January!
