General Discussion

1. Summer Budget 2026 (Lieneck): Dr. Lieneck reminded the council that the final submission date for the summer budget is May 15. Exceptions have been sent to AAB for approval. There might be a few more exceptions to add. The workbook will continue to update automatically through refreshes, and enrollment changes should be monitored. Julia Palacios was in attendance and will keep the unit leaders informed of any changes. 
2. Gray DI Workshop Update (Lieneck): Dr. Lieneck reminded the council that the spreadsheet is one of the tools among many variables. The provost sent a follow-up communication on next steps using the worksheet. Some chairs could not attend the workshop hosted on May 6-7. There were some concerns with chairs not being able to access the database, but the issues are being resolved via single sign-on integration. The Dean suggested scheduling an ad-hoc meeting in June for college-level review and preparing the presentation for the provost. 
3. NSO Summer Session & US 1100 (Lieneck): The New Student Orientation preparations are underway. The sessions are scheduled from June 3-July 24, where the colleges will be heavily involved. There are 3 presentations: 9:30 (Dean’s Kick-Off), 10:30 (Student Breakout and Parent Breakout. NSO leadership has asked to use the same PPT template at the college level to be consistent. Dr. Lieneck asked the chairs/directors for Points of Pride as soon as possible for their programs to include in the presentations. The PPT drafts are due on Friday. The sign-up list will be shared with the chairs again, noting the emergency backup column on the spreadsheet. 
4. ADA Title II web accessibility (Lieneck): The Deadline has been extended to April 26, 2027. Departments still on Gato format website should proceed with the Calico transition quickly, which will resolve most accessibility issues. Gentle reminder for departments to review guidance and remediation plans for accessibility updates. Keep updating course materials, documents, and websites to ensure compliance. University administration is exploring a software solution to automate compliance fixes. 
5. SB 17 Self-Assessment - Message from the President (Lieneck): Dr. Lieneck asked the council whether chairs have a formal process at the department level to ensure faculty are reviewing websites, syllabi, and courses for SB17 compliance, or whether more formalization is needed. The college will be asked to sign the attestation in August. The council expressed interest in developing a college-level policy over the summer with consistent language, so all departments are covered uniformly. Departments must periodically review their policies, training materials, job postings, scholarships, signage, communications, and events/programs to ensure compliance. 
6. 2026 ASAHP Scholarship of Excellence (Lieneck): Dr. Lieneck reminded the unit leaders of the upcoming ASAHP Scholarship with an early June deadline. The information will be shared again as a gentle reminder. 
7. Commencement updates (Lieneck): Both Dr. Sayed and Dr. Lieneck strongly urged all chairs to attend and encourage their faculty to attend commencement and represent the college on Thursday, May 14. This year marks the largest graduating class, with over 5,200 students. 
8. Phase 2 syllabus and catalog updates (Lieneck): Dr. Lieneck provided a brief update on the phase 2 curriculum submissions. Some courses have been rolled back, and the system is currently locked while the team reviews the items. Next steps will be communicated. 
9. Experiential Major Maps Updates (Roesemann): Dr. Roesemann reminded the council to review their experiential major maps for their undergraduate programs and send her updates by Monday, May 18, in preparation for New Student Orientations. 
10. HS Concentrations to be offered in Round Rock (Roesemann): Dr. Roesemann met with Dr. Andrew Hamilton and Dr. Julie Lessiter. She clarified that all concentrations except pre-chiropractic will be offered in Round Rock. The issues with Pre-PT and Pre-OT are being resolved.
11. New Academic Programs – Hard Deadlines (Sayed): The Dean announced the new hard deadlines for  Initial submissions of new academic programs (new majors, new minors, new certificates, new credit-bearing micro-credentials) must reach the following dates: October 1st to be considered in February; May 1st to be considered in September. 
12. Respiratory Care (RC) Chair Search (Sayed): The Dean announced the launch of the search for a permanent chair in the Department of Respiratory Care. The initial committee meeting was held on May 13. The goal is to finalize the search by the end of August for a September 1 appointment.
13. Faculty Senate Membership (Sayed): Dr. Kim Lee and Dr. Barbara Hewitt have been reaffirmed on their appointments as Faculty Senators. Dr. Kim Lee will continue to represent the college as an elected member, and Dr. Barbara Hewitt will represent the college as an appointed member of the Faculty Senate. Congratulations!!
14. CHP PPS 04.01.40 (Faculty Workload) & CHP PPS 02.02.33 (Immunizations) (Sayed): Both policies were unanimously approved. 
15. 2026-2027 College Committees and Taskforce Nominations (Roesemann): Dr. Roesemann and the Dean strongly encouraged the faculty to participate in the call for nominations and submit nominations. This is a new process replacing the previous process in which faculty were volunteered by their chairs/directors. Chairs can nominate faculty, and faculty can either nominate themselves or peers. The call for nominations was sent on behalf of the newly established Nominations and Election Committee. Dr. Michael Kumura is serving as the committee chair. 
16. Collegewide updates from chairs/directors, associate deans, and faculty senate (Sayed):
a. Faculty Senate: Dr. Hewitt reported that at the last meeting, the new Faculty Senate was inducted and is largely similar to the old Senate. The Faculty Senate will not meet in the summer. Dr. Hewitt requested that chairs and faculty share topics they would like to be brought to the Faculty Senate in the coming year. One request already received: more Zoom meeting options to reduce travel between the San Marcos and Round Rock campuses. Chairs/Directors should share the Faculty Senate agenda items with Dr. Barbara Hewiitt and Dr. Kim Lee. 
b. Dr. Lieneck – shared a colleague's suggestion about recognizing team members for managing growth alongside increased workloads.
c. Dr. Rohde reminded the council that Student Learning Outcomes are due on May 31.
d. Heather provided the following updates from Advising:
i. Advising team will be absorbing 4 positions from the first year advising maintaining student growth. 
ii. Advising will no longer be reviewing the suspension appeals and Administrative Withdrawals. These will be handled at the Dean’s level. Dr. Marla Roesemann, Associate Dean, will be reviewing these items with support from Dean’s Office staff, Ms. Ashley Ricks.
