ENTHUSIAS8T OVER. MANNER
OF RUNNING RACES ON
FRENCH TRACKS,

New York, Dec, 18~~Never wag there
an American coine homme from abroad
who aung the praises of the Franch
turt hlgher than does Milton Henry, the
Amerlean jockey, who has been dis-
playing his skill on ke trucks in that
country tor the past flve or six years.

“It Is sport for sport's sake ovep
thore,” la the way he puts in, Every
man llkes o win there, but he resorts
to mo unfalr means to do so, It's
hardly n sport for the poor man in
France, ro money Iy no incentlve for
one owner to pull his horse In one race
that he might get the booky nsleep n
another later on.  Lvery time an owner
starts his horse he wants to win, and
£0 every racoe Is a contert on It merity,
ang the best horge of that day usually
carrler off the prize, Of courss, u
mistake of a jockoy might chunge the
result as it ehould be, but the mis-
take s never willful,

“And when n jockey iloes wmake n
mistake ho Is not ‘ralled down’ and
‘bawled out’ by the owner and tralner
before the crowd, Je §a called aside
and told that ho made an error, and
thnt I the end of 1t

“There are very few blg bettors In
France. Al speculations on the roces
1s done on the Iari-Mutuel system,
and accordingly there 13 no inducement
for a bookmuker to bribe n rider or'n
trainer,” .

“The French horse {a far superlor to
the Amerlcan breed,” went on Honry.
“He Is bigger in every way, They
breed harsse on the other slde for ane
durance nnd speed, while In Amerlca
the cultivating of the apeed struin s
the main object, There are no horses
over thera that are butlt on the grey-
hound style ns thay are in this country.
They nre rll well formed nhd made to
look ag pretty as possible,

“When o horae starts to thin down
from raeing a trainer would not think
of putting him in o race, aven though
his elimncen of winning swould be the
greatest {n the world. Ie wnanta his
horse to Jook aleck ‘and fine golng to
the post, and he does not start him
agaln until he has fattened out. A
harse over there Ian treated bty tho
owner and trainer liko ona of the fam-
1ly. He is glven cvery aitentlon that
i3 possible.

YEvery owner hes n housa full of
grooms to look after the racers, It a
trafner should wipe a handkerchiel
over hia horze’s coat Ani the leant bit
or dust or dirt should show on It, the
groom swould be {n for a fine ‘call
down.!'
